Promoting the Gospel: Discerning Next Steps Study (Acts 8:26 – 40)
PLEASE DO THIS STUDY BEFORE READING THE OVERVIEW ON THE REVERSE SIDE

1. Read Acts 8:26 – 40 and find as many examples as you can of Philip following the Holy Spirit’s leading (and Christ’s example) as he met and presented the gospel to the Ethiopian official.
2. At the beginning of this series we looked at a quote from Pastor/Leader Bill Hybels who said, “The highest value in personal evangelism is staying attuned to and cooperative with the Holy Spirit.” What does this statement mean?
3. Either individually or as a home group brainstorm some ways that you can become more attuned to and cooperative with the Holy Spirit in regard to leading other’s to Jesus (just as Philip was). 
Challenge: Read Jesus words in Acts 1:8. As people who have received the Holy Spirit it is important that we keep our lives focussed on the Spirit’s priorities. Therefore, devise some personally suitable way (e.g. like the old string on the finger trick) to keep reminding yourself of our 3 D’s (Developing friendships; Discovering stories; and Discerning next steps); and also to remember that, whatever else you are doing, you should always be looking out for the opportunities that the Holy Spirit will provide you to sensitively, patiently, and respectfully lead others to Jesus.
