1. Why do you think Zacchaeus was so keen to see Jesus? (Luke 19:1 – 4)
2. Out of all the people following Jesus through Jericho, why do you think Jesus took a special interest in Zacchaeus? (19:5)
3.  Why were the crowds critical of Jesus for going to be the guest of Zacchaeus? (19:6 – 7)
4. What do you think prompted Zacchaeus to repent in such an immediate and radical way? (19:8)
5. What is the significance of Jesus’ statement, “This man too is a son of Abraham”? (19:9)
6. Jesus said his mission is to ‘seek and save the lost’ (19:10). As a follower of Christ, to what extent have you made this your mission? 

Challenge: Developing friendship is obviously an important first step in leading others to Christ. What strategies can you (or your home group) think of to help you form genuine friendships with people who are not Christians?
