‘Selling Vegi-Matics versus Promoting the Gospel’ (Acts 2:42 – 47)
For this study, first read the overview on the reverse side. Then meditate upon or discuss with your home group the following three causes of growth and transformation in the early church. Then answer the question at the end of each paragraph. 

1. The Holy Spirit was the power behind their growth and transformation. Before ascending into Heaven, the risen Jesus told these believers, “You will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses…” (Acts 2:8). How do we make the Holy Spirit our source of our growth and transformation?
2. Their growth and transformation sprang from their whole hearted devotion to the Lord. Today the word ‘Devotion’ is associated with a brief spiritual time with God. But the early Church’s devotion was seen not only in that they set aside regular time to meet with God, but also in that they obediently put into effect his teaching. Give some practical examples of how we can devote ourselves to God and obeying his word?
3. One of the obvious marks of the early church was their sincere love for one another. In fact, when trying to explain the rapid world-wide growth of the early Church, there is one point on which most historians agree. Christianity spread due to the contagious outbreak of a visible and sacrificial love among Jesus’ followers. After reading Luke’s account in Acts is it any wonder that people held these Christians in such high regard and found their faith so compelling? What are some practical ways in which we can keep the pure and powerful love of Jesus alive in our church?
