1. How is human helplessness demonstrated in the following four situations: and how does Jesus demonstrate his God-given power and authority over these situations?  
· Jesus’ calming of the storm (4:35 – 41)
· Jesus’ healing of the demon possessed man (5:1 – 20)
· Jesus’ healing of the bleeding woman (5:21 – 34)
· Jesus’ healing of Jairus’ daughter (5:35 – 43) 

2. With what primary emotion do the people who witness Jesus’ powerful miracles respond (4:40 – 41; 5:14 – 15; 5:33; 5:36)? Can you explain this? 
3. What attitudes and emotions does Jesus demonstrate toward the people he helps (above)? 

4. Why do you think Jesus sent the evil spirits into the pigs (5:11 – 13)?

5. Can you find any meaning in the fact that Mark tells us that the woman had suffered for 12 years and that Jairus’ daughter was also 12 years old (5:25 and 5:42)?

6. What is your response to the power and authority of Jesus in these stories? How do these Scriptures apply to your life?
