2. What does John mean by his statement, “That which was from the beginning…” (1:1)
3. To what Biblical event does the phrase, “The life appeared…” refer (1:2)? (See also the gospel of John 1:1, 14)
4. Based on verses 1:2 – 3, describe John’s relationship with Jesus Christ?
5. What is John’s purpose and motivation for writing this letter (1:3 – 4)

6. What does John mean by “walking in the darkness” & “walking in the light” (1:5 – 7)?

7. 1 John 2:15 – 17 urges us not to love the corrupted ways of the world. List a few ways that the world tempts you. How do you respond to these temptations? 

8. What compelling reason does John give us for following God’s ways, rather than the ways of the world (2:17)? List some ways that we can help each other to stay on the right path.
