Philippians study # 3. Read Philippians 2:1 – 11. 

1. An ‘If-Then Statement’ is used to state a condition (e.g. If A is true, then B should logically follow). Paul begins this section with four ‘if’ statements (verse 1), followed by a ‘then’ statement (verse 2). See if you can work out how Paul’s ‘if’ statements are connected to his ‘then’ statements. What is Paul declaring through his ‘If-Then Statement’? 

2. In verse 3, what does Paul mean, ‘consider others better than yourselves’? 

3. How might we practically look not only to our own interests, but also to the interests of others (verse 4)? 

4. In verse 5 we are told that our attitude should be the same as Christ’s. Based on verses 6 – 8, how would you describe Christ’s attitude. 

5. Based on verses 9 – 11, what was God’s response to Jesus’ attitude, and what does this response tell us about God’s values?

6. Christ’s attitude and God’s values seem very different to the attitudes and values we encounter in the world around us. How can we keep from conforming to the world’s attitudes and values, and instead, conform to the attitude and values of Christ Jesus? 

7. Think of one practical thing that you can do to adopt the attitude of Christ into your daily life.
