1. Philippians study # 10. Read Philippians 4:10 – 23
2. In the context of this final section of Paul’s letter, what does Paul mean when he thanks the church at Philippi for having, ‘renewed your concern for me’ (4:10)?  

3. Read 4:10 – 13 and 4:19. How does Paul define the word ‘need’ in these verses?

4. According to 4:12 - 13, what is the secret to being content in any and every situation? What does this mean to you in practical terms? 

5. How literally should we understand the word, ‘everything’ in Paul’s statement, ‘I can do everything through him who gives me strength’ (4:13)? Explain your answer. 

6. List below the terms and phrases in this section that demonstrate that the church at Philippi was a generous community of believers? 
7. Through the book of Acts we know that Paul planted a number of churches in Macedonia. Therefore, how do you feel about Paul’s statement that the church at Philippi was the only church from that region that assisted him as he continued his missionary journey beyond Macedonia?  What challenges does this statement lay before you and before our church?
8. What did Paul mean when he declared that he was not looking for a gift from the church at Philippi, but what could be credited to their own account (4:17)? 

9. In 4:19, Paul promises that God will supply all of our needs according to his glorious riches in Christ Jesus. What are some of God’s ‘glorious riches in Christ Jesus’? 
10. Does Paul’s final greeting (4:21 – 22) add anything to this letter other than a polite ending? Explain. 

· Paul makes two profound ‘Amen’ statements in 4:20 & 23 that could easily be read past: 

· ‘To our God and Father be glory for ever and ever. Amen.’ 

· ‘The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ be with your spirit. Amen’ 
Explain these two statements in your own words.
