1. Because Psalm 96 was written as a song to be sung, take some time to notice some of the lyrical patterns of this Psalm (e.g. the repetition of words and phrases). 

2. To whom is this song written or dedicated (Psalm 96: 1 – 2)?

3. By whom is this song to be sung? (96:1b)
4. Who is meant to overhear this song? (96:3)

5. Why should this song be sung to our Creator alone? (96:4 – 6)

6. What does it mean to ‘ascribe to the Lord the glory due his name (96:7 – 8)

7. According to 96:9 – 10 what is the right relationship between the earth and its Creator? 

8. What is the significance of the three parts of God’s creation (each preceded by the word, ‘Let’) that are called to worship Him? (96:11 – 12)

9. According to this Psalm, why will the earth one day rejoice in song? (96:12 – 13)
10. This Psalm contains a message of salvation for the whole earth. What sort of attitude does its author (King David) take towards declaring this good news to the nations? Describe your own attitude towards sharing the gospel (God’s good news of salvation) with others?
