1. As you read John’s description of The New Jerusalem (21:9 – 21) what images stand out to you?

2. Can you find any symbolic significance in this description of the New Jerusalem?

3. In 21:22 -23 John tells about a number of things that will be missing from the heavenly city. What is significant about the absence of these things?

4. What does John mean when he declares that kings and nations will bring their glory and splendour into God’s kingdom? (21:24 – 26)

5. How can it be that nothing evil or sinful will ever enter the gates of heaven? (21:27)

6. Why are the Eden-like images found at the end of Revelation? (22:1 – 3)
7. Verse 22:3 declares that we will serve Christ, while 22:5 says that we will reign with him. Explain.
8. In 22:7 Jesus declares, “Behold, I am coming soon! Blessed is the one who keeps the words of the prophecy in this book.” Name some practical ways that you will obey the words of Revelation as you wait for Christ to return.
