8. In 3:20 Jesus gives us a picture of him standing at the door of this church and knocking. Imagine this scene in your own mind. How are these words meant to challenge us? 

9. What was it that this church needed to overcome? (3:21)

10. What challenges do you see for yourself and for our church in this letter?
