Revelation study 6. (Read Revelation chapters 4 – 5)
1. What is the significance of the open door into heaven in 4:1? 

2. Who is the voice that speaks like a trumpet; and what does he want to show John? (Compare 4:1b to 1:10 – 16).
3. What do the following images represent; and what is the significance of each symbol?

· The one whose throne is surrounded by a sea of glass, having the appearance of a rainbow, with lightening and claps of thunder coming from his throne (4:2 – 6).
· The twenty-four crowned elders dressed in white, sitting on their thrones (4:4).
· The seven blazing lamps (4:5).
· The four living winged-creatures, covered with eyes: The lion; the ox; the man; and the eagle (4:6b – 8). 

· The scroll covered with writing on both sides and sealed with seven seals (5:1 – 4).
· The once slain Lion-Lamb, with seven horns and seven eyes (5:5 – 7).
4. Compare the declaration to God of the twenty-four elders (4:11) and the song of the angels to the Lamb (5:12). Why is it significant that both proclamations of worship are so similar?
5. Explain how the song of the four living creatures and the twenty-four elders reveals to us the gospel in Revelation (5:9 – 10).
6. What is significant about the final song of chapter 5 and the members of the choir that sings it (verse 13)?

7. As you reflect on the images of this chapter how do they make you feel and what thoughts or emotions do they stir in you?
