Revelation study 7. (Read Revelation 6:1 – 8:5)
1. What do you think is being symbolised by each of the four horsemen who ride out following the breaking of the first four seals of The Scroll? (6:1 – 8)
- The rider on the white horse bent on conquest
- The rider on the red horse who takes peace from the earth
- The rider on the black horse holding the scales
- The rider on the pale horse named ‘Death’

2. As the fifth seal is broken the souls of the martyrs cry out to God from beneath the altar (6:9 – 11). What is this scene meant to portray to us? (See also 8:1 -5)
3. Compare the events following the opening of the sixth seal (6:12 – 17) with Jesus’ warning to his disciples in Mark 13:23 – 26. What is being described here?
4. What is the mission of the angel with the seal of God and the other four angels in 7:1 – 4? (See Mark 13:26 – 31)
5. In 7:4 – 10, who are the symbolic 144,000 made up of 12,000 from each of the 12 tribes of Israel? (See also 14:1 - 5) 
6. In 7:9 – 17 is a heavenly scene that is similar to that of chapters 4 – 5. What do you think is being conveyed through the repetition of this heavenly scene? (See also 11:15 – 19 and 19:1 – 8).
7. Following the triumphant heavenly scene in 7:9 – 17, the opening of the seventh seal (8:1 – 5) reveals another scene of judgment on earth. Why do you think Revelation keeps alternating between scenes of heavenly hope and earthly judgment? 
8. What encouragements and warnings do you take from these chapters?
