Revelation study 9. Read Revelation 20:11 – 21:8.
1. Read Revelation 20:11 – 13. What is being described in this segment of John’s vision?

2. The above verses tell us that on Judgment Day, record books will be opened and each of us will be judged according to what we have done (21:12 – 13). What does this phrase mean? 

3. What is ‘the book of life’ (20:12 & 15). What important role will it play on Judgment Day? (See also 3:5 and 21:27)

4.  According to 20:14, after the resurrection and judgment of all people, death and Hades (the grave) will be thrown into the lake of fire (which is the second death). Those whose names are not written in the book of life will also be thrown into the lake of fire. What is being described here? 

5. Revelation foretells the passing away of the old order of things (21:1 & 4). Reflecting back on the book of Revelation, what has God done, and what will he do, to bring about the end of the old order of things? 

6. In 21:5 the one who is seated on the throne says, “I am making everything new!” What does this statement mean? (See also 21:1). 
7. What is being described in 21:2 – 3; and what sort of imagery is used to describe it? 
8. Revelation 21:6 – 8 describes the final state of those who have repented of their sins and turned to Christ, and the final state of those who have not. What will be the final reward and punishment for these two groups of people? How does this make you feel?
