Sermon on the Mount study 3 – Matthew 5: 13 – 16
1. In verse 5:13 Jesus declares to his disciples, “You are the salt of the earth”. Why does Jesus refer to us as ‘salt’; and what does he mean by this analogy?

2. Why does Jesus say, “You are the salt” rather than “I want you to be the salt”?

3. What does Jesus mean when he says to his disciples, “If salt loses it’s saltiness, how can it be made salty again? It is no longer good for anything…” 
4. In verse 5:14 Jesus says to his disciples, “You are the light of the world.” Why does Jesus call us ‘light’; and what does he mean by this analogy?

5. What does Jesus mean when he states, “A city on a hill cannot be hidden”?

6. What is the connection between the city in verse 14 and the lamp in verse 15? What is Jesus trying to teach us through the symbols of the city on the hill and the lamp on the stand?  

7. Why might allowing our good deeds to shine before others lead them to praise our Father in heaven (verse 16)?

8. How will you become saltier salt? 

9. In what ways will you “let your light shine before people”?
