1. Sermon on the Mount study 7. Matthew 7:7 – 12
2. Jesus says, “Ask and it will be given; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened” (Matthew 7:7). What is Jesus talking about here? 

3. In regard to the above verse, ‘What’ will be given? ‘What’ will be found? ‘Which door’ will be opened?
4. Jesus declares, “For everyone who asks receives…” (Matthew 7:8). Has this been your experience with God? Explain your answer. 

5. What is Jesus trying to teach us through his analogy of the child that asks for bread or a fish (Matthew 7:9 – 11)?

6. What does Jesus mean when he says, “If you, then, though you are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father in heaven give good gifts to those who ask him” (Matthew 7:11)?

7. In the above verse, what do you think are the ‘good gifts’ that Jesus is talking about? 

8. Matthew 7:12 appears to be a statement that summarizes almost everything that Jesus has taught in his sermon up to this point? How does the command to, “Do to others what you would have them do to you” sum up the Law and the Prophets?
