1. Sermon on the Mount study 8. Matthew 7:13 – 23
2. In Matthew 7:13, Jesus commands us, “Enter through the narrow gate”. To which gate is he referring? 

3. What does Jesus mean, “For wide is the gate and broad is the path that leads to destruction”? 

4. Why do only a few find ‘the small and narrow gate’? (7:14) What does Jesus mean by this statement?

5. In your own words, describe a wolf in sheep’s clothing. (7:15)
6. Jesus declares, “Every good tree bears good fruit, but a bad tree bears bad fruit” (7:17). He also reminds us that grapes don’t come from thorn bushes, or figs from thistles (7:16). As Christians, how do translate these teachings into real terms? 

7. What does Jesus mean, “Every tree that doesn’t bear good fruit will be cut down and thrown into the fire”? (7:19) 

8. Why does Jesus say that on judgement day, not everyone who calls him ‘Lord’, or who claims to have done great things in his name, will enter his kingdom? Who will enter his kingdom, and on what basis will they enter? (7:21 – 22).
9. What exhortations and warnings do you take away from this section of The Sermon on the Mount?

10. Share with your group one teaching from this sermon of Jesus that has especially challenged you.
