Promoting the Gospel. Following the Friends of Sinners. Luke 7:31 – 50
1. Explain the meaning of Jesus’ parable in Luke 7:31 – 35.
2. Why do you think Simon was critical of Jesus for accepting this woman’s thanks and worship? (See Luke 7:36 – 39)
3. Explain the point of the parable that Jesus told Simon. (Luke 7:40 – 47) 
4. Describe and explain the response of Simon’s other dinner guests when Jesus forgave this woman’s sins. (Luke 7:48 – 49) 
5. At the conclusion of this passage, what is it that this sinful woman walked away with that Simon and his guests still lacked? (Luke 7:50) 
6. Looking back on this passage do you identify more with Simon the Pharisee or with the sinful woman? Explain. 
7. Looking back on this entire passage, what challenges do you take away from this teaching of Jesus?
Challenge: After spending some time in prayer and reflection, write down one way that you can personally become a better friend to ‘sinners’. Also write down one way that our church can become more welcoming and open to those in need of Jesus’ grace and forgiveness. (Chadd would appreciate your feedback to this second challenge.
