‘Why should we give to God?’ Matthew 6:19 – 34

1. Read Matthew 6:19 – 20. Now make one list containing a few examples of earthly treasures and another list containing a few examples of heavenly treasures. Explain why the heavenly treasures will outlast the earthly ones.  

2. Jesus says, “Where your treasure is, there your heart will be” (Matthew 6:21).  What does this mean? 
3. In the context of Jesus’ teaching about storing your treasure in Heaven, why does he include teaching about the eyes being the lamps of the body? (6:22 – 23)
4. Jesus says we can’t serve both God and money. Explain why this is so? 
5. In verses 6:25 – 34 Jesus assures us that God is concerned about our daily needs such as food and clothing; therefore we shouldn’t worry about these things. Talk to God now about any concerns you have for you daily needs and/or reflect on a time when God has demonstrated his concern for you by providing for a specific need. 
6. What does it mean to seek first God’s kingdom? What are some practical ways that you can do this? (Matthew 6:33)
7. Write down any practical ways in which this teaching of Jesus has challenged you to re-evaluate your spending and giving patterns.
