Promoting the gospel by living attractive lives (Titus 2:1 – 14)

1. Contrast the group of people being described in Titus 1:10 – 16 with those being described in 2:1 – 14. If these two groups are lifestyle-models then what kind of lifestyle is each group modelling? 

2. Compare Titus 1:10 – 14 with 2:1 and 2:15. Why is Biblical teaching (and humble obedience to God’s word) so vital to a godly life? How receptive are you to God’s word. 

3. Read again Paul’s instructions about how Christians are to conduct their lives and relationships (2:2 – 14). What common threads can you find in these instructions? 
4. Look at the list on the overview of this study of some of the Christian qualities spoken about by Paul. Do any of these stand out to you as qualities that you would like to be seen in your life? Explain.
5. Are their any negative qualities that you are aware of in your life that may hinder people from seeing Christ in you?
Challenge: Spend some time in prayer and reflection (privately or in your home group). Ask God to help you build some of the Christlike qualities mentioned in Titus into your life. Confess any sins or negative qualities that you are aware of and ask God to forgive you and help you overcome them so that you will be a more Christlike model of a godly character.
