2. In verses 15 – 19 and 28 - 29 Jesus seems to be playing a game of hide and seek with these two men. Why do you think Jesus didn’t initially reveal his identity to them?
3. What emotions do the two disciples express in verses 17 – 24?

4. Why does Jesus rebuke these two men for being foolish and slow to believe? (24:25) 
5. Do you think it is realistic to expect that these two disciples of Jesus should have understood everything about his life, death and resurrection based on what they knew of the Scriptures? (24:26 – 27). 

6. Why do you think the two disciples eyes were opened when Jesus broke bread with them? ((24:30 – 31). 

7. Why do you think Jesus disappeared immediately after he was revealed to them? 

8. What does it mean that their hearts were burning within them as Jesus opened the Scriptures to them? Have you ever felt this way? (24:32)

9. Explain what helps you to meet personally with Jesus through your individual or group Bible study?
