Building Blocks of Discipleship.

Overview 3 – Prayers that glorify God. (John 17:1 – 5)

1. Not long before Jesus was taken to be crucified, he knelt before his Father and prayed that both he and his Father would receive glory through this event (John 17:1). What does the word ‘glory’ mean? 
2. In 17:2 - 3 Jesus further explains the background of the word ‘glory’. In the context of Jesus’ prayer, what does he understand this term to mean?
3. According to 17:4, how had Jesus brought glory to his Heavenly Father during his life?
4. What sort of glory is Jesus praying for in 17:5? Is this kind of glory different from the kind he prayed for back in verse 1? 
5. Spend some time reflecting on the nature of your own personal prayer life. How often do you pray that God would be glorified in your life? What sort of things do you usually pray about? 
6. How might this prayer of Jesus become a model to re-shape your own personal prayer life? 
7. List a few things that you will do as Christ’s disciple to become a more regular and faithful person of prayer.
