Read John 4:4 – 30, 39 - 42 

1. Describe the relationship between Jews and Samaritans. (John 4:4 – 9). 

2. Knowing the tension between Jews and Samaritans, why do you think Jesus asked this woman to draw him some water to drink? (4:7)

3. What did Jesus mean when he said that he had living water to give to her? (4:10 – 14)

4. Jesus obviously understood this woman’s marital situation; so why did he ask her to bring back her husband? (4:15 – 18)

5. Why do you think this woman suddenly raised this point of religious tension between the Jews and Samaritans? (4:19 - 20)

6. What is at the heart of the Samaritan woman’s statement about worship in 4:20? 

7. How does Jesus define true worship? (4:21 – 24)

8.  What was the woman’s response to discovering she had been speaking to ‘the Christ’; and how is her response a form of worship? (4:25 – 30)
9. What does worship ‘in spirit and in truth’ mean to you? Give a practical example of this kind of worship. (4:23 – 24)
