Building Blocks of Discipleship -- study 7
We are created to do good works.

In Ephesians 2:10 Paul writes, “We are God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do.”  Use the following Scriptures and questions to further reflect on the meaning of this verse.
1. We are God’s workmanship: Read Genesis 1:1 – 2 and 1:27 – 2:3. How is God a worker; and in what practical ways is the working nature of God meant to be reflected in us? 

2. God’s word declares, “Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world…” (Romans 12:2). Although we are God’s creatures, why is life and work in this fallen world sometimes futile and frustrating?  

3. We are God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus: What does God’s word mean when it declares that anyone who is in Christ is ‘a new creation’ , as opposed to those who are still of the old creation? (2 Corinthians 5:17)

4. What does God’s word mean when it declares that we were created ‘by Christ and for Christ’? (Colossians 1:16)  
5. We are God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance: God’s word declares that God predestined us to be conformed to the likeness of his Son (Romans 8:29).Why is it significant that God had planned who he wanted us to be and what he wanted us to do even before we were born? 
6. We are God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do: What did Jesus mean when he declared, “I tell you the truth, anyone who has faith in me will do what I have been doing -- and even greater things than these”? (John 14:12).
7. How does our theme verse (Ephesians 2:10) speak to you personally? What challenges do you think this verse presents to us as a church?
