3. Compare the response of the ship’s pagan crew to that of Jonah as they each confronted the violent storm. (1:4 – 6)

4. What was the response of the ship’s crew to being saved from the storm? (1:15 – 16)
5. How did Nineveh  respond to Jonah’s preaching (3:1- 9)

6. What was God’s response to Nineveh’s repentance? (3:10)

7. How did Jonah feel about God’s compassion toward Nineveh, and why? (4:1 – 3)

8. What lesson is Jonah meant to learn from the vine? (4:5 – 11)

9. Twice God asks Jonah, “Have you any right to be angry?” (4:4, 9). Why does God ask Jonah this question? (Reflect on Jonah’s prayer in 2:1 – 10)
10. Read Matthew 12:38 – 41. What challenges does the story of Jonah present to us who have been commissioned to declare Christ’s salvation to the world?
