)
1. Based on Acts 10:1 – 6, what evidence do we have of God already being at work in the life of Cornelius’ before he met Peter?

2. To who did Cornelius first tell the story of his vision; and to whom did they retell this story?  (Acts 10:7 – 9, 19 - 23) 

3. What is the meaning of Peter’s vision, and what did it have to do with Cornelius? (Acts 10:9 – 23). 

4. What cultural and religious customs made it difficult for Peter to be in fellowship with Cornelius and his family and friends? (Acts 10:23 – 29)

5. Why do you think Peter asked to hear Cornelius’ story again; and why do you think Peter saw the connection between his vision and Cornelius’ after hearing Cornelius recount his own story? (Acts 10:29 – 33)

6. What was the result of Peter sharing the full gospel with Cornelius? (Acts 10:34 – 48)

7. Why is it important to take interest in and listen to the stories of others? 

8. What practical steps will you take to become a better listener and take more interest in the stories (and lives) of others?
If possible break into groups of 2 – 3 and interview members of your home group in order to find out a little more about their own spiritual journey. Can you find any connections between their journey and yours?
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
