‘Living in the Light’ study 2. 1 John 2:18 - 29; 4:1 - 6. ‘The spirit of the antichrist’ 

1. What does John mean that, “this is the last hour”? (1 John 2:18).

2.  Who are these ‘antichrists’ that John is writing about, and how do they make trouble for churches? (1 John 2:18 – 19 and 26)

3. What is ‘the anointing’ that is John talking about in 2:20 and 27, and what is the purpose of this anointing?

4. What does John mean that ‘liars’ and ‘antichrists’ are those who deny that Jesus is the Christ? (1 John 2:21 – 23)

5. What does it me to remain in God’s truth, and how do we do this? (1 John 2:24 – 25, 28 - 29)

6. How do we, as John instructs us, test the spirits?  (4:1 – 3 and 6). 

7. What does John mean that, “…the one who is in you is greater than the one who is in the world.” (1 John 4:4b) What comfort do you find in this statement?
8. In both 2:15 – 16 and 4:4 – 6 the apostle John encourages us to remain in the truth and warns us not to stray into the ways of the world. How can we help one another to remain in God’s truth?
