3. How does John define real love in 3:16 – 18? 

4. Read 1 John 3:18 – 24 and 4:13 – 16. How are these two passages connected to the rest of John’s teaching about love? 
5. What reason does John give for his command to love one another (1 Jn 4:7 – 8)

6. According in 4:9 – 10, how has God demonstrated his love for us?

7. In what ways can we love each other sacrificially, as Christ did? (1 John 4:11 – 12)

8.  What does it mean to be made ‘perfect in love’? What do you think perfect love should look like in the life of a Christian and in the larger body of Christ? (1 John 4:16 – 18).
