Living in the Light study 5. 1 John 1:8 – 2:14; 3:1 – 10. The Jesus Journey
1. John says, “If we claim to be without sin we deceive ourselves”. In what ways do we deceive ourselves and claim to be without sin? (1 John 1:8, 10)

2. What does it mean to confess our sins? How do we do this?  (1:9a)
3. Spend some time reflecting/meditating on the truth that, “the blood of Jesus purifies us from all unrighteousness” (1:9b). What does this statement mean to you?
4. In light of John’s instruction to confess our sins, what does he mean, “I write this to you so that you will not sin”? (See 1 John 2:1 – 5). 

5. Read 2:12 – 13. Why does John use this family format to structure these verses?

6. As children of God, how do we keep from being led astray into sin? (3:4 – 10)

7. In your day to day life, what does it mean to “walk as Jesus did” (2:6).

8. Reflect/meditate on what we will look like when we are finally made perfect like Christ (3:2).
