3. What was the initial response of the Athenian’s to Paul’s message? (17:18)

4. How do you think you would have felt standing in Paul’s shoes as he stood before the Areopagus (the town’s religious council)? (17:19 – 21)

5. What positive aspects of the Athenian’s religion does Paul point out?  (17:22 – 23)

6. Why do you think Paul made the inscription ‘TO AN UNKNOWN GOD’ the basis of his sermon? (17:23)

7. Go through Paul’s sermon (verses 22 – 31). Write down any strategies you can see that he used to relate the gospel to these people. 

8. Why do you think Paul never mentions Jesus’ name in this sermon?

9. How did Paul’s audience respond to this message? (17:32 – 33)

10. What can we learn from Paul’s experience in Athens about the best way to discuss our faith with people of other religions?
