Promoting the gospel through public praise. Psalm 66 study
This study coincides with chapter 9 of John Dickson’s ‘Promoting the Gospel’

1. According to Psalm 66:1 – 4 what is all the singing and shouting about?
2. What are we invited to come, see, and take note of in 66:5 – 7?
3. What is 66:8 - 9 inviting us (the audience or choir) to do?
4. In 66:10 - 12 the Psalmist begins to speak personally to God, even praising him for leading Israel/us through times of hardship. Why should we praise God for testing and refining us?
5. Verses 13 – 15 speak about vows and sacrifices to be made to God. Temple burnt offerings were a very noticeable and aromatic form of public worship.  What public ‘sacrifices’ do we owe to God today? 
6. In the final section of this Psalm (66:16 – 20) what is the Psalmist inviting us to come and hear? How do we respond to this call today? 
7. Why are our public praises and testimonies to God (in church, home group, or in our individual lives) such an important way of declaring our faith in God to others? 

Challenge: Write your own Psalm of praise (individually or as a Bible study/home group); or simply make a list of the things God has done for you for which you are thankful.
