Revelation study 3. Read Revelation 2:18 – 29.

1. In the opening address of the letter to Thyatira (2:18) two characteristics are repeated from the description of the risen Christ in 1:12 – 16. The first of these is the image of ‘eyes like blazing fire’. Why might this church need to be particularly reminded of this image?
2. Compare Thyatira’s list of good deeds (2:19) to that of the Ephesian church (2:2 – 3). What is similar? What is different? 
3. What does Christ hold against the church at Thyatira (1:20)? What do you think is meant by this statement? (See 1 Kings 16:29 – 31 and 1 Kings 21:20 - 25)
4. In the midst of the harsh warning found verses 21 – 23, how does verse 21 demonstrate the grace of Christ? How has this false prophet responded to this grace? 
5. List the specific warnings that are mentioned in verses 22 – 23. What do you think are meant by each of these warnings? 
6. According to verse 23, why is Christ about to publicly punish some of the people in this church? 
7. According to verses 24 – 25, what comfort and challenge does Christ have for those in this church who are not participating in ‘Jezebel’s sin’? 
8. What do you think is meant by Christ’s final encouragement to this church? (2:26 – 29)
9. What warnings and encouragements stand out to you in this letter, and why?
