1. As briefly as possible retell this parable of Jesus in your own words. Don’t try to explain its meaning yet; simply state what it’s about.
2. What was the nature of the job that the master gave to his three servants? (See verses 14 – 15, 19 and 27).
3. Why did the master commend his first two servants? (Verses 20 – 23)
4. Why did the master condemn his third servant? (Verses 24 – 27)

5. Why did the master take the third servant’s money and give it to the first servant? (See Matthew 25:28 – 29 and also Luke 19:24 – 26)

6. How were the first two servants rewarded? Was this fair? Explain. (Matthew 25:21, 23, 28 – 29a)

7. How was the third servant punished? Was this fair? Explain. (Matthew 25:28 – 30)

8. Who and what is this parable about and how does it apply to your life?
9. Reflect upon/discuss what abilities and responsibilities Jesus has given you personally, and us as a church. What do you think Jesus would have to say to you and to us in regard to our work if he were to return to earth today?
