How do we worship God when Sunday is over? 

Wisdom series – overview 8 (Job 28)
“There is a mine for silver and a place where gold is refined. Deep beneath the earth’s surface, where no falcon’s eye has ever seen, men put an end to the darkness as they dangle and sway from ropes. The earth below is transformed as by fire; sapphires emerge from the rocks and nuggets of gold appear. There men find hidden treasures and bring them up into the light. But where can wisdom be found?”
This is part of a fascinating poem that appears suddenly in the middle of the story of Job (chapter 28). Its author describes wisdom as a beautiful treasure that is more valuable than gold, but wonders where it can be found. Although we don’t know who wrote these words, they certainly express the longing of Job’s heart. More than anything else, Job yearns to understand what God is doing to him, and why he has allowed so much trouble to come upon him. As expressed in this poem, Job understands that, 
“God alone knows where wisdom dwells, for he views the ends of the earth and sees everything under the heavens” (28:23 – 24). 
Therefore, Job keeps demanding a face-to-face meeting with God so that he can ask God to explain himself. Suddenly, God appears to Job like an unexpected thunderstorm and asks, 
“Who is this that darkens my counsel with words without knowledge? Brace yourself like a man; I will question you, and you shall answer me. Where were you when I laid the earth’s foundation…? Have you journeyed to the springs of the sea or walked in the recesses of the deep… Do you know the laws of the heavens? Can you set up God’s dominion over the earth?” (38:1 – 4, 16, 33)
God doesn’t come to Job with the answers that Job has been demanding, but instead with a flury of impossible questions that overwhelm Job for four full chapters (38 – 41). God asks Job to consider how it is possible for a mere man to comprehend the ways of God. Job might as well have asked God to pour all of the mysteries of the universe into the cupped palms of Job’s outstretched hands. These speeches don’t contain the gentle and compassionate words that we might have expected God to offer to a tormented soul. However, God’s wonderful words and powerful presence do bring a strange comfort to Job, who replies,
“Surely I spoke of things I did not understand, things too wonderful for me to know. Therefore I despise myself and repent in dust and ashes” (42:4 – 6). 

Job finishes his trial in the same place where he began: Sitting humbly on the ashes of his life and worshipping God. The story concludes by God vindicating Job and restoring him to twice his former glory. Satan had thrown everything in his arsenal at Job, but Job did not curse God or give up his faith. But in ways that we can’t fully understand, Job survived his trial by God’s power and wisdom rather than through his own strength or personal righteousness. Even in the midst of his anguish, Job had confidently stated, “When he has tested me, I will come forth as gold” (23:10). Therefore, Even as the fires of hell raged around Job, God was using these fires to refine Job’s faith to make it even stronger and purer than before. 
So where is wisdom found? It is found, not only in what we can know and understand about God, but also in putting our trust in God, even when we can’t know or understand?  The poem of chapter 28 concludes, 

“The fear of the Lord – that is wisdom, and to shun evil is understanding” (28:28).
