How do we worship God when Sunday is over? 

Wisdom series – overview 1 (Proverbs 1:20 – 33). 

1. What mental image do you get when you read Proverbs 1:20 – 21? 

2. Having read Wisdom’s speech (1:22 – 33) what is her main aim or the theme of her speech? 

3. According to verses 1:22, Wisdom makes her speech to: ‘The Simple’; ‘Mockers’; and ‘Fools’. What negative attributes do these three groups share in common? 
4. In verses 1:23 – 25 we are told that Wisdom wanted to make her thoughts known to these people, but they would not listen. What sort of things do you imagine she wanted to tell them?
5. In 1:26 – 31 Wisdom responds to being ignored by declaring, “Therefore I will laugh at your disaster; I will mock when calamity overtakes you…” This seems a harsh response. What do these verses mean? 

6. What does it mean that, “They will eat the fruit of their ways and be filled with the fruit of their schemes”? (1:31).  
7. Proverbs 1:32 – 33 claims that the way of fools will destroy them but that whoever listens to Wisdom will live in safety, without fear of harm. Do you think that this statement is always true? Explain your answer.
