Wisdom series – overview 2 (Read Proverbs 7)

1. Read 7:1 – 3. Chapters 1 – 7 each begin with the command to a son not to forsake his father and mother’s instructions. Where else in the Bible does this command appear? 

2. What does 7:4 mean when it says, “Say to wisdom, ‘You are my sister,’ and call understanding your kinsman (close relative)”? 
3. According to 7:5, wisdom will protect the son from the adulteress. How can wisdom protect us from adultery and other sin? Where does the command to not commit adultery come from?

4. Read the parable about the seductress and the young fool (7:6 – 23). In verses 6 – 9, what errors does the young man make?

5. Describe the nature of the seductress (7:10 – 13). What does this image teach us about the nature of sin?
6. Explain the methodology of the adulteress’s seduction (7:14 – 21)? 
7. As the young fool goes with the woman, how is he described in verses 22 – 23? What does this description tell us about those who give in to sin?
8. How can we take heed of verses 24 – 27 and apply these words to the temptations that we face in our lives?
