6. In verses 11 – 14 Agur lists four types of people that he sees as despicable. What do you think it is about these four qualities that makes Agur despise them? 
7. In verses 15 – 16, Agur turns his attention to the matters of greed, longing, satisfaction, and death. What is the point of the proverb about the two leeches in verse 15? What are we meant to learn from the four things that never say, ‘Enough!’? 

8. How can proverbs such as the sayings of Agur help us to become wiser?
