Wisdom series – study 4 (Read Ecclesiastes 1:1 - 15)

1. Based on verse 2, describe ‘the Teacher’s’ outlook toward life. Can you sympathise with the futility and frustration he feels as he observes the world? Explain. 
2. What is at the heart of the Teacher’s frustration in verses 3, 4, and 11?

3. In verses 5 – 7, the Teacher mentions three patterns in nature that are examples of life’s futility. Explain in your own words the point of these three illustrations.

4.  What does it mean that, ‘the eye never has enough of seeing, nor the ear its fill of hearing’ (1:8)?
5. Do you agree with the Teachers claim, ‘There is nothing new under the sun’ (1:9 – 10)? Explain. 
6. In verses 12 – 14, the Teacher states that he was king over Israel and committed himself to studying and exploring the ways of God. Therefore, does it surprise you that he has concluded that life is meaningless and that God has placed a heavy burden on humanity? Explain. 

7. Explain the Teacher’s proverb in verse 15. Do you agree with what this proverb is saying?
