How do we worship God when Sunday is over? 

Wisdom series – study 5 (Read Ecclesiastes 3:1 - 15)

1. Ecclesiastes 3:1 declares that there is a time and season for everything that happens on earth. How does this statement apply to your own life? 

2. In verses 3:2 – 8, Solomon lists fourteen things to which God has given a time and a season. Take time to reflect on each of these. Are any of these statements especially significant to you right now? Are there any of these statements that you don’t understand?
3. In verse 3:9 Solomon asks, “What does a worker gain from his toil?” How would you answer this question from your personal experience? 
4. What is ‘the burden’ that God has laid on humanity (3:10)?
5. Explain ‘the gift’ that God has given to humanity (3:13)?
6. What light do Solomon’s statements about judgement and eternity in 3:14 – 15 (see also his concluding statement in 12:13 – 14) shed on his fourteen ‘a time to…’ statements in 3:2 – 8?
