Wisdom series – study 7 (Job chapter 19)

Job’s words in chapter 19 follow an ongoing dispute between Job and his friends, in which his friends keep claiming that Job’s suffering, is the result of some sin that he has committed against God. Read Job’s reply to these accusations, then answer the following questions. 

1. Describe Job’s attitude towards his friends speeches based on 19:1 – 4.

2. Explain what you think Job’s words mean in 19:5 – 7. Have you ever felt this way?

3. In verses 8 – 13 Job lists a series of grievances he has against God. What are they?

4. In verses 14 – 19 Job lists a series of grievances in regard to his friends, family, and acquaintances. What are they?

5. Describe Job’s physical appearance and emotional state, based on 19:20 – 22.
6. Can you empathise with any one of Job’s specific grievances found in 19:8 – 20?

7. Explain the warning Job gives to his friends in 19:28 – 29. How does it apply to us?
8. What is Job hoping for in 19:23 – 27? On what do you think Job bases his hope?
