Wisdom Series Overview Questions. Proverbs 1:1 – 7

1. According to Proverbs 1:1, King Solomon, son of David, wrote (most of) this book of Proverbs.  What do you know about King Solomon?
2. According to 1 Kings 3:1 – 14, how did the young King Solomon become so wise?  How does this challenge you?
3. Proverbs 1:2 – 6 states the aims of this book. What are these aims and how will achieving these aims benefit you in your daily life?
4. Three times in these seven verses the word ‘Discipline’ is used (in the NIV). Given that the root word of ‘discipline’ is also found in the word, ‘discipleship’, what connection can you find between this series on Wisdom and our current focus on becoming disciples’ of Christ? 

5. The key phrase that runs through all three of the wisdom books that we will be looking at in this series is, ‘Fear God and shun evil’. What does it mean to ‘fear God’? What does it mean to shun evil? <Note in 1:7, that fools despise (or shun) wisdom, instead of evil>.
